Liberal Democrats gained considerable 
support in the May elections both nationally 
and locally. Jane Kulka, as 
Parliamentary candidate for Reigate, 
increased her vote by over 1500, putting 
the Lib Dems firmly back into 2nd place.  
Locally, we made significant inroads in 
all Divisions in the Surrey County Council 
elections, gaining a number of  Surrey 
seats and only narrowly failing to retake 
Reigate Central from the Conservatives.  
Subsequently the Lib Dems held the 
Parliamentary seat in the Cheadle by-
election with an increased majority, 
indicating that this surge in support was not 
confined to the General Election.
